¢ Log Out: When you’re done visiting a
website that requires a passwaord, be sure
to log out, especially on a public computer.

* Protect Your Password: UGA® will
never send you an email asking for your
password. Don’t share your MyID password
with other people.

* Islt Legit?: Befare typing your password
on a website, check the URL. Is it the
legitimate website? For logging in to
UGA's® Central Authentication Service
(CAS] page, do you see a green bar with a
lock icon in the weh browser? If not, don’t
type your passwaord.

AVOID PHISHING
EMAILS

A phishing email typically:
e Threatens to remove your access to a service
» Wants you to take immediate action tao keep

your access

¢ Includes poor grammar and spelling

Tries to make you panic

e Comes from an unfamiliar sender and has a
generic recipient

Phishing emails are emails
designed to trick you into
replying to them with personal
information such as your
username and password,
birthday or financial account
numbers. Large institutions like
UGA® are targets for phishing
and getting phishing emails is a
daily reality.

Did you receive an email message that looks
suspicious? Send it to abuse@uga.edu for review.

Will UGA® send legitimate emails that look

like phishing scams? There will be times when
legitimate messages must be sent to inform
UGAMail users of necessary changes to their
accounts. These may include password expiration
notices, inactive account remaval notices or
information about account abuse. UGA® will never
ask for your password in an email.
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
